· In the event of inclement weather, the pool attendant will determine whether or not the pool will be opened or will remain open.

· In the event of approaching storms, all persons will exit the pool area immediately upon the order of the attendant OR upon the first sighting of lightning or the first sound of thunder.

· The pool is OFF LIMITS before and after the hours of daily operation as outlined above (with the exception of properly scheduled private parties).  Any persons found swimming or using the pool area before or after hours will be charged with trespassing.

GENERAL RULES AND REGULATIONS:

· Use of the pool and the clubhouse facilities is strictly reserved for the owners and residents of Farrcroft at Ridgely Manor and their bona fide guests.  Use of these facilities is at your own risk.

· The maximum allowable census within the pool area is 54 persons as stipulated by the City of Virginia Beach.

· Children under the age of 14 must be accompanied by a parent and/or adult to enter the pool area.  If the parent and/or adult responsible for those under the age of 14 leave the pool area, the children must also leave the pool area.

· Infants in the pool must be wearing watertight swim diapers.  No disposable diapers are allowed in the pool.  Infants, when in the pool, must be held or in the immediate proximity of the responsible adult.

· Persons with communicable or skin diseases are not permitted to use the pool.  Persons with open wounds or sores which may cause oozing when in contact with the pool water are not allowed in the pool.

· Profanity or otherwise offensive language is prohibited in the pool area.

· No excessive horseplay (unnecessary splashing, spitting, running, pushing, shoving, fighting, jumping, or other hazardous activity) will be tolerated in the pool area.

· Everyone using the pool should shower before entering.  This should be done on each occasion of entering the pool.
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· Pool toys (balls, balloons, etc.) and rafts are permitted at the discretion of the lifeguard.

· Radios are permitted but should be kept at a reasonable volume level so as not to disturb others.

· Food is permitted in the pool area provided it does not cause undue waste and litter.

· Trash shall be placed in the proper receptacles.  No trash should be left on the tables or deck.

· No glass containers are permitted anywhere inside the pool area.
· Grills, stoves, or other cooking devices are not permitted inside the pool area.
· Alcoholic beverages are not permitted nor can they be displayed in the pool area.

· Pool furniture is not to be moved from its original placement.  No furniture may be removed from the pool area.

· No pets are allowed in the pool area under any circumstances.

· No bicycles, skateboards, roller skates, or roller blades are permitted in the pool area.

· Changing of clothing is permitted in the restrooms only.

· Use of the clubhouse is for authorized persons only through advance reservation.  THE CLUBHOUSE IS NOT OPEN TO THE PUBLIC DURING POOL OPERATION HOURS.
· A telephone is provided solely for emergency use by the lifeguard only as required by the City Code of Virginia Beach.  NO PERSONAL CALLS OR PUBLIC USE IS PERMITTED.
· Abuse of any person, facility, furniture, equipment, or other property of the Association will not be tolerated.  Violators will be automatically ejected from the pool area.

· Violators may be subjected to any or all of the following sanctions:

1. Ejection from the pool area for any specified period of time.

2. Suspension of pool privileges for any specified period of time.

3. Revocation of pool area privileges for the remainder of the season.

4. Arrested and prosecuted under Virginia Law.
